| have created some new forms for use in membership renewals: Institutional Membership and State
Library Associations. Every year we tweak the general membership form as needed by Judy.

At Dana’s request, | created a form for use by advertisers in the MPLA Newsletter (as well as institutional
members) — it allows them to pay for advertising as well as schedule issues for ads to appear.

| have created an RSS feed page for the MPLA Jobline. Background: for the past couple of years | would
occasionally be asked about RSS feeds for positions listed on the Jobline. | never had much time to
explore how to make that happen. | consulted with Roy to explore how we might offer an RSS feed site-
wide across the MPLA website (not available yet, but on my “to do” list). | was able to find a strategy for
creating a Jobline RSS feed, which has been available for awhile now. If you don’t know what an RSS
feed is, it tells you what changes have been made to a page or website. In the case of the Jobline RSS
feed, it lists new positions by date.

e Jobline RSS Feed — 1,339 (clearly, people are accessing the Jobline RSS feed)

Finally, a curious “statistic” we can access is search strings. We can determine what people were looking
for when they Googled and found us. That is, | can tell you what search terms people used to get to us
from their chosen search index. Again, this is just for January 2011:
