Our Facebook page is set up so that anyone who likes us can post on our wall — posting, of course, as themselves.
But, these individual posts from members are not sent out to our fan’s news feed. | would encourage anyone who
is at conference and takes photos to email them to me (webmaster@mpla.us) and | will post them to the Facebook
page as Admin, so everyone can see them right away.

There were a couple of photos posted by JaNae and Adriane from the recent Utah Library Association. | saw them,
because | am FB friends with them. But | thought they were interesting enough to share on the MPLA page,
however, | had some problems sharing them via JaNae’s and Adriane’s Facebook pages (they might have had some
privacy settings blocking that activity.) | emailed JaNae and she sent me her photo, which | posted. So, there is a
basic sharing problem that might block me from sharing our member’s Facebook photos directly via Facebook. I've
filed a tech support question with Facebook, but not gotten a response (and might never.) So, that is why | am
suggesting folks with photos to share, email them to me and | can push them through. All | ask is that if people
send me photos, please include the names of who the people or scenery are. | always hate seeing photos with no
indication of what it is.
