Henderson District Public Libraries now provides free wireless access to patrons who
want to access the Internet while also being able to use traditional library services. The
HDPL refers to these spots as "HAWK" spots - Henderson Access to the World of
Knowledge. HDPL's Paseo Verde Library opened two years ago with easy plug-in access
to the Internet throughout the building.



A first in Southern Nevada libraries, HDPL is conducting a trial with wireless access free
to all patrons until January 2005 in order to determine if the service will continue to be
provided for free or at a subsidized rate.

SIERRA NEVADA COLLEGE, PRIM LIBRARY - INCLINE VILLAGE, NV

Sierra Nevada College's new Prim Library was dedicated on September 9, 2004. The
project to construct a significant building began in 2001 with a generous donation from
William Zink, who funded initial planning, permitting, and the foundation. The ceremony
honored the many benefactors, including SNC Board of Trustees Chairman Wayne Prim
who stepped forward with funding to complete the project by fall semester 2004. The
32,000-square-foot building named for Mr. Prim houses the library, the Croom Center for
Entrepreneurial Leadership, computer labs, meeting rooms and classrooms, and study
areas.
