The Byrnes-Quanbeck Library at Mayville State University received a
bequeath of $400,000.00 from Emil Seim, a local citizen.

Vision 2004 was revisited by the Board. By 2000, Dynix, ODIN, and
Winnebago will be connected in one search. The past Legislature gave the
library community over $200,000.00 to implement Vision 2004. They never
said we were asking for too much, only thet they were short of money and
wished they had more to give.
